Postcards & Valentine’s cards will be
available Sunday, February 224 and Sunday, February 9th. Please
write an encouraging word and let people know they are not for-
gotten and are in your prayers. Cards will be mailed to eight
United Methodist Churches across the country housing people in
sanctuary.
